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Proposed oil and gas regulations

City Council will be considering updated oil and gas
regulations in October utilizing the new authority
granted by the State to protect the health, safety, and
welfare of the City, wildlife, and natural resources to the
greatest extent possible. While outright bans are
precluded by the State, the City’s proposed regulations
contain residential zone prohibitions, 2000-foot
setbacks from homes, workplaces, trails, and schools,
and robust inspection requirements for existing
facilities.

Solar-ready and EV code requirements
In March, Lafayette approved its first-ever
Sustainability Plan highlighting the City’s goal of
reducing reliance on fossil fuels and increasing
renewable energy use. To closely align with citywide
goals, City Council will consider new regulations
requiring new residential and commercial
construction, or major renovations to existing
buildings, to be solar and electric vehicle (EV) ready.
The Ordinance will be presented to City Council for
consideration on Sept. 9. Additional information can
be found at lafayetteco.gov/CodeUpdates.
